Try fo resist adding water to these stains on your
“dryclean-only” clothing because it may spread the
stain or cause rings that the drycleaning process can-
not remove.

What You Can Do

e When it's time to change your clothing, inspect your
collars, cuffs, underarms, front and back, under
bright light.

e If you see stains or soil, have the clothing cleaned
within 24-48 hours. Keep in mind that your dry-
cleaner may not clean your clothing the same day.

e Point out all stains to your drycleaner and don't be
shy!
